Breastfeeding: Lactation Accommodation in High Schools
This bill would require a school district to provide reasonable accommodations to a lactating pupil on a high school campus to express breast milk, breastfeed an infant child, or address other needs related to breastfeeding. The bill would require that these reasonable accommodations include, but are not limited to, access to a private and secure room, other than a restroom, to express breast milk or breastfeed an infant child, permission to bring onto a school campus any equipment used to express breast milk, access to a power source for that equipment, and access to a place to safely store expressed breast milk.

Vaccines for All Children in CA

This bill would require all children in CA to receive the recommended vaccines, unless it is medically unsafe to administer vaccines to the child. This measure eliminates the “personal exemption” for families simply not wanting to vaccinate their child based on personal beliefs. Dr. Pan and the medical community believe that the public health risk of having unvaccinated children in CA outweighs any personal wishes of parents. The recent outbreak of measles at Disneyland prompted introduction of this measure.

Soda Label Warning Bill

This bill would require warning labels on sugar-sweetened beverages. Exposure to sugary beverages causes health problems in young children. CWA believes this measure will help halt the alarming rates of childhood obesity in CA. We believe it can also help curb the high rates of diabetes in children in CA, as well. The percent of teens in our country that have diabetes or pre-diabetes has increased over the last 10 years from 9 to 23 percent. If this current trend is not reversed it is predicted that one in three children born in the year 2000 will develop type II diabetes in their lifetime.
